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Disengagement Identification Form
Objective:   To determine the extent to which students are showing signs of disengaging from school.

Materials:   Various data sources such as computerized lists of attendance by grade level, office discipline referrals, and report cards. 

Instructions: 
1. Locate the data sources and reports that can be used to determine the extent to which students are disengaging from school. 

2. Determine the grade levels for which you will be finding information.  This Action Tool can be used with students in kindergarten through 12th grade, although some of the categories may not be applicable for all grade levels (such as teen pregnancy).  

3. Record the unit of measurement that is being used for each risk factor.  For example, the information on the absences may be provided in number of days absent per quarter, total number of days absent the previous year, average percentage daily attendance, and so on.  

4. Record the information collected.  

Follow-up: 
1. Examine the data collected, and look for themes within grade levels and across grade levels.

2. Determine whether additional information must be collected to provide a more comprehensive picture.

3. If possible, disaggregate the information by subgroup to determine additional patterns (such as gender, disability, ethnicity).

4. After reviewing the data, develop and record a Summary Statement.
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Question: To what extent are we seeing signs of disengagement in students by grade level?
